	Sub: Procurement of Highly obsolete Cor-Dect WLL Technology Equipment-Reg.

	First of all on behalf of SNEA(I) Tamil Nadu Circle, we wish to congratulate you on  the event of  launching 3G  in Tamil Nadu Circle at Coimbatore on 23-01-10. We assure that members of SNEA will cooperate with administration to ensure the  best quality and quick service at the doorsteps of valued customers .  The efforts taken by CGM Tamil Nadu  circle in improving sales team and earning revenue by means of marketing is highly appreciated by the SNEA Tamil Nadu Circle. But  at the same time  we wish to draw your kind attention that the purchase of highly obsolete Cor-Dect WLL Technology equipment will not serve upto the satisfaction of our valued customers.  Moreover it will invite bad image to BSNL due to its poor performance.  
It is learnt that Tamil Nadu circle is going to procure Cor-Dect WLL equipment (Edwas) to the tune of 33.33 Crores, which is definitely a loss to the Tamil Nadu Circle.  Cor_Dect WLL Technology is basically meant for Urban areas with theoretical coverage of 5 KMs. But by virtue of experience, we found that actual coverage is less than one KM.  It depends upon line of sight.  More over the subscriber  instruments  viz. FWT,Patch Panel antenna etc. Cost around  rupees five thousand to Six thousand.  On introduction of GSM Technology the subscribers are not interested in Land Line and they are not ready to spend such a huge amount for their fixed line equipment.



Purchase order was issued by Tamil Nadu circle vide PO/Edwas/2007-08/1 dated 12-2-07 to purchase the Cor-dect   WLL equipment viz. Edwas project. As per the Tender Condition the validation  should have been completed within 75 days from the date of issue of PO.  Commissioning of the complete equipment/solutions to be completed by the vendor including AT within 150 days of the placement of PO.  But M/s Midas Communication Pvt. Limited  could not complete the  validation  within the stipulated period .  However it is learnt that pressure is being mounted by the external agencies to prove the validation as successful.  As per  the PO, vendor must supply the equipment only after proper validation as per the specification.
`	2.3 Lakh CDMA Lines out of 19.7 Lakhs are earmarked for Tamil Nadu Circle and execution of the CDMA Project in Tamil Nadu Circle is in full swing.  The CDMA 2000 1 X  Technology covers upto 25 KM and separate channel  is provided  for speech and data and whereas  speech and data shares the channel capacity in Edwas WLL Technology.  It is learnt that the Edwas WLL Equipment is being procured for giving rural Broad Band.  But availability of Wi-Max and CDMA 2000  1X will serve both rural and urban areas.  Hence it is needless to say that after  installation of CDMA  WLL equipment the  Edwas WLL equipment  is going to be dumped.  Our association is strongly opposing the procurement of Edwas WLL equipment to the tune of 33.33 Crores for Tamil Nadu Circle.  Many circles are not interested to procure   Edwas WLL equipment. Moreover the Edwas project  implementation area is going to be covered by the induction of 19.7 Lakh CDMA  WLL equipment. 
    Our Union strongly believes that the procurement of Edwas obsolete equipment will incur a loss to the Tamil Nadu Circle.  Hence  we strongly oppose the procurement of obsolete Edwas equipment and request you to kindly take up the issue with BSNL Corporate office for cancelling the Procurement.  However it is also to inform you that SNEA Tamil Nadu circle proposes to launch trade union programme to oppose the procurement
